Thomas Haller and Chick
Moorman are the two of the
world’s foremost authorities on
raising responsible, caring,
confident children. | recently
read an article that they
published titled: Make Yourself
Dispensable. | found it very
informative and | thought |
would share a couple of their
tips with you in the next couple
of Gazettes. So here is part one
and | hope you enjoy it as much
as | did.

Are you at all interested in
raising a thirty-year-old Nintendo
player who lies around all day
eating cold pizza and downing
cokes? Probably not! Our
prediction is that you are a lot
more interested in raising a
responsible, caring conscious
youngster who, somewhere
between the ages of 18 and 25,
is capable of leaving home and
living successfully on his or her
own. Raising such a young adult

does not happen by luck,
coincidence, or magic. It occurs
only when parents set out to
make it happen by working
diligently and purposefully
throughout a child’s life to see
that they learn about
independence and personal
power. It happens when parents
work intentionally to make
themselves dispensable in their
child’s life.

Point #1- Believe that making
yourself more dispensable is
your main job as a parent. If you
believe that your job is to be
needed, that your central role is
to do for your children, you will
have a difficult time
implementing the ideas that
follow. Helping doesn’t always
help- sometimes it creates
helplessness. Overfunctioning
begins with the belief that my
children need me to do for them.
Change that belief to: my job is
to help my children do for
themselves. When we do things
for our children that they can do
for themselves we are

overfunctioning. Refuse to do
for your children what they can
do for themselves. Do you pack
your 5t grader a lunch? Do you
tie the shoes and zip the coat of
your 6yr old? Do you do laundry
for a teenager? Do you look up
phone numbers for your 4th
grader? If so you are
overfunctioning. Remember the
more you function, the less your
child has to do.

Point #2- If you want a behavior,
you have to teach a behavior.
Children do not naturally know
how to set the table, clean the
fishbowl, or take the dishes to
the sink after dinner. If you
don’t teach behaviors, you could
end up doing them all yourself.
Now | know you are all sitting on
the edge of your seats just
waiting with bated breath to
hear the rest but unfortunately |
