Monthly GAP Meeting Minutes

1.  Call to Order

President Sherry Carter called the monthly GAP Meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

3.  Approval of Minutes 

The minutes from the September 2nd meeting were reviewed.  A motion to approve was made by Mike O’Neil, seconded by Christina Moore, and carried unanimously.

4.  Principal’s Report

Mrs. Brzezinski delivered the Principal’s Report.  A “Thank You” was given to Mrs. Benoit for helping out at Cranbrook recently and representing Guardian Angels.

There are many events coming up in the next few weeks.  On October 16th, there will be a Pro-Life presentation for the 6th through 8th grades.  Windy City will be presenting Aladdin on October 17th.  A meeting for 8th grade Confirmation will take place on October 8th.  Picture re-take day is October 14th.  A field trip to Temple Bethel is on October 18th.  On November 5th, the school will hold a Guardian Angels Birthday Party.  Students will be asked to bring $0.60 as a donation that will be used toward a bench in the Memorial Gardens.

We are looking into some other presentations for this year.  One of these would be done by Competitive Advantage and would focus on Manners.  It would be for the 4th through 8th graders and would cost $250.  The tentative date for this is February 27th, 2009.  This same company also offers one on Dining Etiquette for the same price.  We would want to wait until we evaluate the first one to see if we would hire them for the second one.  The next program is offered for free from the State Attorney General on Internet Safety.  This is divided into age-appropriate programs and would be split into three groups – K-3, 4-5, and 6-8.  For Field Day, we are looking into the Flying Aces who would put on a Frisbee show.  The cost for this is $450.  And finally, Mrs. Provost is looking for an author to come and speak during our Reading Month.

The new sign should be installed in 3 – 4 weeks.  It appears that all of the ordinance issues have been resolved and the plans are now moving forward.

Parent – Teacher conferences will be on November 6th.  This year, they will be one day only.  The students will have Friday, November 7th off also.  We are setting up a Parent Survey online and ask that everyone take the time to fill one out to help us continue to improve our school.

A motion to approve the $250 for the Manners presentation was made by Leonard Palmeri and seconded by Christina Moore.  There was a unanimous vote to proceed.

Another motion to approve the $450 for the Flying Aces was made by Mike O’Neil and seconded by Leonard Palmeri.  Again, the vote was unanimous to proceed.

6.  Reports by Event Chairs
Walk-A-Thon:  The 4th Annual Walk-a-Thon took place on October 3rd and was a great success.  As of this meeting, our net profit was $4,024.00.  We had a beautiful day for the walk.  The new idea this year to give an entry into the prize raffle for every $60 in pledges worked out well.  We had 41 entries into the raffle.  We will be holding the drawing tonight after the meeting. 

Sally Foster Sale:  The sale begins on October 9th and will continue through October 23rd.  Delivery of the items will be on November 20th from 2:30 to 6:00 pm.

Family Bingo Night:  The date for this event is Friday, October 24th.

7.  Old Business

Entertainment Book Sale:  The sale will officially close on Thursday, October 9th.  As of this meeting, there have been 380 books sold.

Market Day:  Last Month’s sale earned $378.79 profit.  November is Desert Month.  On 10/31 and 11/6, we will be having pie sampling to promote this feature.  December will be cookie dough month.  Incentives will be offered to the school for sales of these items.

Mom-to-Mom Sale:  The first sale brought in over $2,800 in profit.  Even though there was heavy rain that day, the turnout was very good.

Golf Outing:  This year’s golf outing was a great day and earned approximately $2,800 in profit.  There were 70 golfers who enjoyed the nice weather and good times.

8.  New Business
This year, we will be trying a new fundraiser.  The Achatz Pie Company will be selling Pies, Soups, Brownies, and Cookie Dough.  The sales dates will be November 17th to December 2nd.  Pick-Up will be on December 18th.  Achatz will give the school 40% of the profits from the sale.

The first Auction meeting took place on October 1st.  The date for this year’s Auction is May 2, 2009 and will be held at the Club Venetian.  This year, there will be a full meal offered and an open bar.  Many volunteers are needed to make this very important fundraiser a success.
