Monthly GAP Meeting Minutes

November 11, 2008

1.  Call to Order

President Sherry Carter called the monthly GAP Meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

2.  Opening Prayer
3.  Approval of Minutes 

The minutes from the October 7th meeting were reviewed.  A motion to approve was made by Christina Moore, seconded by Joann Mason, and carried unanimously.

4.  Principal’s Report

Mrs. Brzezinski informed the group that a Survey has been sent out to all school families and was also available to be completed during the Parent – Teacher conferences.  We are looking for information from the school families to help guide us as to where we can improve and focus our attention.  We are also starting to provide more information via e-mail to the school families.  The GAP Highlights went out recently and met with a favorable response.  We will also be providing copies of the Herald and other important information.  If you have not already provided an e-mail address to the school, please notify the school office.

Our Christmas Concert will be held on December 10th.  On December 14th, there will be a Tree Lighting ceremony with Christmas Carols and hot chocolate.

The new sign is in the process of being installed and should be complete within the next week or two.

Parent Teacher conferences went very well and the one day schedule worked well for our faculty.

5.  Treasurer’s Report
The expenses for St. Nicholas Day exceeded the amount budgeted by $15.95.  It was mentioned that Religious Education has helped with these expenses in the past and that, possibly, they would cover this overage.  Sherry Carter will look into this.  However, there was a motion made by Genevieve Gomez to cover this amount if Religious Education cannot.  Betsy VandeKerkhoff seconded this motion.

A motion was made to approve the Treasurer’s report by Christina Moore, seconded by Joann Mason, and carried unanimously.

6.  Reports by Event Chairs
Market Day:  This month’s sale was very successful.  We sold 107 desserts and, thus, qualified for the $100 bonus.  Pick-up is this Friday.  The December sale features Cookie Dough.  If 100 units of cookie dough are sold, we will earn another $100 bonus.  We will be offering samples in the parking lot on November 21st.  Also, Market Day is running a promotion for anyone that has purchased $35 worth of products in two of the last three months.  If you meet that requirement and also purchase $35 in December, you will receive four free Chicken Steaks. 

Santa’s Secret Shop:  The merchandise has arrived and set up will begin later this week.  The sale will be held in Class Room 213 this year on November 18, 19, 20, and ½ day on the 21st.  The time of the sale is 8:15 am to 3:20 pm.

Achatz Pie Sale:  The information on this sale will be coming home on Monday, November 17th.

7.  Old Business

Sally Foster:  This year’s sale earned approximately $3,600 profit.  Due to the ordering policy of the cookie dough, we will be receiving 62 additional units of cookie dough to sell.  There will be lists sent home of the types of dough available.

Family Bingo Night:  155 people attended the first bingo night.  Everyone had a good time.

Oakland Mall:  So far, we have accumulated 2000 points and are in 4th place of the 15 schools competing.  We need to earn 10,000 points by December 31st to be able to continue competing for the top prize of $5,000.  If we reach that point, we will be able to collect additional points through the end of March.  Cathy Rowe has offered to pick up receipts in the school office on Tuesdays and Fridays to have them scanned at the mall.  If you would like these receipts back, just notify Cathy and she will return them through your child’s backpack.

Auction:  The next Auction Meeting will be on January 14th.  They have secured a couple more Chair People for this year’s event.  However, several volunteers are still needed to make this a success.  Letters will be sent out soon to businesses that have donated in the past.  Follow up phone calls will need to be made and anyone that would be willing to help would be welcome.

8.  New Business
School Supply Bundles:  Some of the teachers informed Christina Moore that the “Chair Slippers” (tennis balls) were wearing out already.  Christina contacted the company and was informed that they will replace any of the defective items.  So, she has asked that all teachers let her know how many they have that are worn out and she will get them replaced.

SCRIP:  The Kroger cards have gone over very well.  So far, there have been almost 60 cards sold and over $8,000 in sales registered for GA.  Also, this year the faculty was asked to fill out a “Wish List” of any cards that they may be interested in. Fundraiser Listing:  Betsy VandeKerkhoff has begun compiling a list of all of the current Fundraisers at our school.  The purpose of this list is to provide information to the school families as to the Chair People of the events, how many volunteers are required to make it successful, and the potential profit that we realize from it.  This way, people can look at everything available and make an informed decision as to where they wish to make their donations of not only money, but time.
